Set in cool Silom, amidst the shiny new business district high-rises, The
Sukhothai has been hailed as one of the most stylish hotels in town for
some time now. A dream for interiors mavens, it exudes stylish luxury
and comfort, from the lavish Jim Thompson silks to the simply stunning
exotic flower displays.

As soon as you arrive, it's clear it's also VIP all the way — whether it's in
the form of the smart porter pulling back the doors to the delicious air
conditioned lobby, the bell boys with their shiny brass buttons whisking
away your bags or the welcoming staff everywhere who clearly believe
that Thailand is indeed the 'Land of Smiles'.

The rooms are the perfect combination of classic Thai architecture and
modern design. All come with smooth Thai silk and contemporary teak
furnishings as well as gadgets like iPod docks, DVD player and an LCD
TV. If the budget won't quite stretch to the 198 square-metre Sukhothai
Suite ('the Suite of Kings' with its grand piano, private dining room, fully
equipped kitchen, study and bedroom with separate dressing room and
grand bathroom), the brightly coloured Garden Suites overlook the water
features in the courtyard and are suitably fabulous.

There are three restaurants to pick from at The Sukhothai: the
Colonnade with its killer buffets, La Scala, an Italian gastro-haven and
Celadon, the traditional Thai restaurant surrounded by a fairy-tale lotus
pond. Outside, the six-acre lush casis is a tropical wonderland with
water features and exotic blooms aplenty — the perfect antidote to the
frenetically paced city that surrounds it.
